Playing the Tee Markers

Dear Members and Guests,

Recently we have had some issues with golfers playing from tee boxes without
markers.

Please understand that the golf course needs to be played as marked. We
rotate the tee markers on a daily basis in order to maintain the grass effectively
and get the best possible teeing grounds that we can. When you are playing
from a tee without a marker you are on ground that we do not want you to be on
and you are harming grass that we cannot afford to be harmed. We hope that
you can understand this and be a positive participant in the quality of our turf
instead of simply acting out of self-interest.

In order to accommodate a larger number of our members and on those tees
where we have adequate turf, we will create a new “Green” Tee Marker for holes
11, 13, 18, 19, and 22. On these holes only, you have the option playing either
the Green or the Blue Tee. This will also be in option for our White Tee players.
All other holes must be played from your respective marker in order to protect
turf. There will be no exceptions to this rule.
